Parking:  Larger parking near the playground area
Benches: A few benches are scattered throughout the playground area
Food & Beverage:   A main building houses bathrooms and may serve concessions during the Summer (we were there in early Spring)
Picnicking: Great shelter with lots of tables and even an indoor party/meeting room right next to the playground 
Drinking Fountain:  Not sure? Didn’t see one… 

Bathrooms: Large indoor bathrooms right next to the playground, they were open in March when we visited
Handicap Accessibility:  NOTHING
Sports Fields: Lots of ope fields
Basketball: Full court with at least 6 nets, not lit
Tennis: 6  tennis courts and 4 lit platform tennis courts too 
Water:  A pretty pond right next to the playground where people were fishing when we were there
Walking Paths:  Nicely paved 1.5 mile walking paths
Other Cool Stuff:  Lots of open fields here and places to explore – there’s also a “fitness” station by the entrance to the park.  Pleasant Valley Pool is here too and looks amazing! There’s a sand volleyball court AND there’s an amphitheater that houses concerts and two picnicking shelters.
